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More funding allows us to increase production which means more families in our
community can achieve their dream of homeownership.

Tax credits may be used to offset individual state income taxes or business taxes in the tax year the
donation is made beginning in 2024. When you donate to Habitat, you can receive a tax credit worth
50% of your donation, up to $10,000 in tax credits. This means that a donation of $2,000 could result
in a $1,000 tax credit for you or your small business. 

All donations need to be made out to Habitat for Humanity of Indiana. They are our state support
organization and serving as a liaison between affiliates and the Indiana Department of Revenue.
Habitat of Indiana will then disburse donations to Greater Indy Habitat.
